Maple Leaf residents will receive ballots in the 
mail next month for 2011 Primary Election. Five 
Seattle City Council seats are on the ballot. While 
City Council races arenôt as sexy as the national races, 
who we elect to the position probably has a greater 
impact on day-to-day life in Maple Leaf. Each year in 
October, the MLCC has held a Candidates & Issues 
Night. This well-attended meeting focuses only on the 
general election, however. 

To help with the City Council primary election, we 
decided this year to create a Candidatesô 
Questionnaire. This is a relatively common way for 
groups to gather answers from candidates on 
important issues. As a reminder, MLCC is a 501(c)(3) 
non-profit, so we donôt endorse candidates. The 
purpose of the questionnaire is to collect views from 
City Council candidates to help Maple Leaf residents 
become more informed voters. 

At the April General Meeting and via an email to 
our mailing list, we solicited question ideas from 
Maple Leaf residents. We took those questions and 
combined them with questions created by the MLCC 
Executive Board to cover additional issues. The result 
is a 2-page questionnaire we sent to all candidates for 
Seattle City Council. The deadline for their reply is 
July 13. 
     We will make their answers available on a special 
web page weôve set up for the 2011 City Council 
elections: http://www.MapleLeafCommunity.org/
elections.html.   

Since many of the candidates for City Council will 
attend our Summer Social, take a moment to read the 
answers to our communityôs questions. When you get 
ready to vote in August, go back through them and 
examine their answers again. Weôre hoping the 
questionnaires will be a valuable resource for you 
during the election.
